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RHY Program Services include:
1. Residential Services


 Residential services will be provided to youth for up to 21 days.  Four shelter beds will be available for runaway and homeless youth at all times with two emergency shelter staff on duty 24 hours a day and available to address the individual needs of each runaway and homeless youth.  The staff will provide youth with personal space for their belongings and sleeping arrangements, acquaint them with on-duty staff and residents, and provide orientation of shelter schedule and procedures (i.e. meal times, staff schedules, laundry, chores, transportation).  Youth will be provided with three nutritional meals each day plus a morning, afternoon, and evening snack.


Residents of the shelter will also receive the following services: individual counseling at least 3 times per week while at the shelter; family counseling on a weekly basis; participation in the after school program which includes tutoring, life skills curriculum, and educational activities; and medical, dental, and psychological appointments, as needed.  In addition, placement options will be evaluated should a family placement not be attainable (i.e. transitional living, job corps, military).  Efforts will be made with youth to identify a sense of independence and control over their life by incorporating value assessment and career planning assessment tools within the service plan.  SKWFS staff will assist youth in identifying employment opportunities, completing job applications, and locating job shadowing opportunities.  

2. Non-Residential Services

Non-residential services will be provided to those youth who do not need the emergency shelter services.  Non-residential services will include securing a safe placement for the youth through contacts with parents/legal guardian and determining appropriate referrals based on the information provided.  Non-residential services include:  individual counseling on a weekly basis; family counseling on a weekly basis; and possible participation in the after school program which includes tutoring, life skills curriculum, and educational activities.  Referrals to other programs/agencies will be made as needed.  

SKWFS staff will offer additional after-care support during routine follow-ups with youth and families who have accessed services.  SKWFS staff will conduct follow-up services with non-residential clients including contact within 24 hours to ensure safety and stability of youth.  This contact will include additional referrals and assistance with scheduling appointments with community organizations reflecting the needs of the youth and their family (i.e. alcohol/drug treatment, mental health counseling, and communication and skill-building classes).  The second non-residential follow-up will be conducted within 7 days of initial contact to ensure that referral resources are being utilized.  Additional follow-up contacts will be conducted at three month and six month intervals.
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
